After their participation in the Rochdale Open Days, a group of parishioners at St Aidan’s spent another weekend delving into the history of the church when they welcomed David Harrison from Vancouver who is a descendant of Rev Hartley Harrison, the founding Vicar of St Aidan’s Church. The group were joined at Heywood Cemetery by David Harrison, Rev Mike Read and Rev George Dobbs (present and previous Vicars) at the unveiling of a new memorial to Rev Hartley Harrison and his family which was crafted by Alistair Pearson of Charles Chadwick Monumental Masons to replace the damaged headstone. David Harrison sang with the choir at the Sunday morning service and spent more time with parishioners at the monthly Sunday Lunch. The contact had been made by researchers at St Aidan’s who are keen to find out about the history of the church, especially the Consecration in 1915, in preparation for centennial celebrations in 2015.
